I used the following lesson for 5 30-minute periods with 6 five-year old ESL students.

My student are learning to give directions or sequence using “first, next, then, finally.”

1. On the IWB, I put up the following website: 

http://pagesperso-orange.fr/jeux.lulu/english.htm and clicked on “the right order”. Click on a picture. 

2. There are about 10 sets to choose from. Each has 4-6 pictures for students to put into the correct order. 

3. After the group dragged the pictures in the correct order, the class wrote the instructions on the board using the above words. We completed 2 more as a group. 

4. Paired students could do one more on a computer.

5. Each student decided on something she wanted to teach the others (e.g. make a ponytail, origami penguin, pancakes). 

6. Each student wrote out the first draft of instructions with 4-5 steps. 

7. Classmates and the teacher can review (phonetic spelling is acceptable) the instructios. 

8. Students are then given a piece of paper folded in quarters or sixths to write the instructions and draw a picture for each. 

9. Pairs of students practice reading the instructions. 

10. Students read and teach how to make her item. 

11. The audience compliments each student on the text, pictures, or oral presentation.
