	Set

       Induction

     (+  3min)
	1. Teacher displays a digital flash cards on the differences between how last time we have struggle to find information in library without internet.
2. Based on the slide shown, the teacher asks the students the impacts of internet to the students.
3. Then, teacher asks the students their experience on using the internet.

	Digital flash cards
(Appendix 1)

- Digital flash cards are used as the set induction during the lesson.
-The digital flash cards consist of various colourful and attractive pictures.
	-This activity is to arouse the students’ interest and activate students’ personal experiences and background knowledge.

-The slide of which shows how life would have been before internet comes and before, helps the students to see how the world has changed developed.

-The slide also helps the students to brain storm as well as it contribute to ways of communicate between teacher and students.


	Pre-Stage

(Introduction)

(+ 8min)
	1. Teacher then display an e-book entitled “Ali’s Journey with Mr. Edward Exploring about Internet.”
2. Teacher will read to the students each slide with correct intonation and pronunciation.

3. Later, teacher will ask the students to read along each sentences together with the teacher.
4. Teacher then teaches the students on the verbs by highlighting it on slides.


	E-book

(Appendix 2)

-E-book is used to introduce verbs in a more attractive ways.
-The teacher highlight the verbs in the e-book and explain to the students what each verb means.

	-This e-book which is done colourful and attractive help to make the students more alert and enthusiastic in reading the e-book.

- Pictures on the each slide help the pupils to visualize the delivered information.



	While Stage

(Practice Stage)

(+10 min)
	1. Teacher then asks the students to read aloud the e-book expressively together with correct pronunciation and intonation.
2. Teacher will correct the students each time they make mistakes.

3. Next, teacher distributes task sheet for each students based on the verbs shown in the E-book.
4. Teacher facilitates the students while they are doing the task sheets. 
5. Then, teacher calls out for volunteers to read out their answers.

	-The e-book is used again to check on the students pronunciation and enunciation.

Task sheet
(Appendix  3)

- The task sheets are used in a way to check the students understanding on the verbs taught.

	The task sheets enable the students to recall what they have learned in the previous stage.

- This task sheet can be used as the medium to reinforce the verbs learned. 

-Reading aloud as a group encourages pupils to participate actively and engage cooperatively without anxiety.

-  This activity aid the students to recall what they have learned previously.

- This activity also helps to enhance their reading skills plus enhance their skills in answering comprehension questions.

	Post Stage

( Closing Stage)

(+ 6min)
	1. Teacher asks the students to be seated in group of 4

2. Teacher then will display a slide about a competition where the students need to design an interesting advertisement.

3. Teacher will ask the students to complete the advertisement with relevant information and capturing drawing.
4. Then, representative from each group will show and read aloud the advertisement.

(Appendix 4)

-The task sheet on the advertisement is used as a practice to apply what is being learned in previous stage.
-The task sheet enables the student to use the verbs as part of the information in promoting the item.


	- The use of advertisement helps the students’ to view things from real life perspectives.

- Students are given chance to evaluate other students’ work thus it helps them to improve their own answers as they know it is meant to read by others.

	1. Teacher will reflect back on what they have learned.
